Summary of proceedings of Council Meeting held on 9th. January, 2006






         

The Council welcomed Mr. Steven Flowers, of Robin Post, Wellgreen Lane who was co-opted to fill the vacancy left by the resignation of Councillor Victor Ient.   The Council is once again up to full strength and will be the more effective as a result.

The County Council’s request for a site meeting regarding the bollards at Wellgreen Lane was agreed and this will inevitably delay their removal.   A partial survey of the residents of that part of the lane affected by the bollards had been carried out.   The question “What should replace them; timber bollards, similar to those under the railway bridge, near the Ashcombe Roundabout, or should the verge left open”  resulted in replies being almost  equally divided between the two options.

The Council’s Working Party on Traffic Calming will have met by the time you read this and it is hoped that some proposals to help with the seemingly intractable problems will emerge .

The Pavilion Working Party, comprising representatives of the organisations which use and which are likely to use a new pavilion, a local retired architect and two members of your Council, which has been set up to consider the construction of a new pavilion on St. Pancras Green, will also have met.   This is likely to be a somewhat long term proposal due to the need to seek funding for the project. 


The Council has determined to oppose the planning application for an “Energy Recovery Facility etc. etc” (in other words an Incinerator) at Newhaven.   The precise grounds for this objection will be available in due course.   The Council also resolved to oppose the application for the conversion and extension of an existing garage at Kingston Ridge into a 2 storey dwellinghouse.

The County Council has cleared the Countryside Depot at Wellgreen Lane

of  various collected items of household refuse and, following receipt of views of residents, it has been decided not to request the County Council to reduce the height of  the hedging around the depot.

The Council is to commence the process leading to the preparation of a Village Action Plan by holding a Parish Meeting on 20th. February - more about this is included in a separate announcement.

The Minutes of the meeting are posted on the Council’s Web Site (See above)

The Parish Council is seeking a volunteer to act as Parish Tree Warden.

No technical knowledge is necessary, although an interest in trees and matters related to trees is obviously desirable.    Training will be given by the County Council.   Further information in this connection appears on the Council’s noticeboards in the village.    Anyone interested please contact the undersigned.

The editor of the News published some comments regarding the Parish Council’s proposal to bid for a Youth Shelter in the last edition.   In an effort toi allay any anxiety caused I would say that if the Council’s bid is successful the shelter will not be erected without prior consultation with residents thought to be in any way affected.
