Summary of proceedings of the Council at its meeting on 9th. July, 2006

Highway matters:    The County Council is to be requested to install a mirror in order to protect the safety of pedestrians passing through the railway bridge on their way to or from the A.27 Trunk Road, pursuant to a suggestion made at the recent Annual Parish Meeting by a Kingston resident.

The Parish Plan Steering Group is to be requested to draw up, as a matter of urgency proposals for traffic calming through the village and to incorporate these into the final Plan.   Suggestions as to the required measures were drafted and will be put to the Steering Group for their consideration.  These include widening the footway under the railway bridge to protect pedestrians; physical measures (e.g. chicanes, pinch points, traffic humps with priority signage if appropriate) on either side of the brow of the hill at the junction of Kingston Ridge;  a mini roundabout at the junction of The Street; a 20m.p.h. speed limit past the school enforced by suitable physical measures on either side; and one or two further physical measures between the school and the junction of Newhaven Road to enforce the 30 m.p.h limit.  (NB. The 30 m.p.h limit is to be extended to the junction with the Newhaven Road).   Very careful thought will be required to avoid as far as possible nuisance or inconvenience to residents and to avoid exacerbating the existing flooding problems.   The principle object being to slow traffic through the village in the interests highway and public safety.   Any reduction in traffic volume would be a welcome bonus.

The Steering Group is to be requested to use the Parish Council Web Site either in addition to or instead of the Village Web site.

Proposed Youth Shelter:   The funding for this project is now in doubt and further sources of funding are now being sought.

Snednore:   The District Council has refused to agree the transfer of the open space area at Snednore to the Parish Council stating  that the land is part of the Housing portfolio and that whilst it is unlikely to be developed in the near future it may well be considered in the longer term for a minor development.   The Parish Council still intend to seek registration of the areas as a “Village Green”.

Proposed Incinerator at Newhaven:    Please see separate article regarding the request for funding from DOVE.
