191.1 South Downs Joint Committee:  Kingston Parish Annual Update

The letter from SDJC (Appendix C) was received and implications noted.

191.2 Vice-Chairman’s Report on SDNP (Appendix D)
The points raised were considered.

RESOLVED:  The proposal to establish a small sub-committee to “monitor the activities of the SDJC and SDNP developments, and respond to consultations” was agreed.   The Chairman and Vice-Chairman to provide further information at the next meeting.            (Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Clerk to Action)
192. TRAFFIC CALMING PROJECT
The Vice-Chairman’s report (Appendix E) was considered and recommendations agreed.

RESOLVED   the recommendation to allocate a sum of up to £500 to provide the required public service transport during the Capital Development was AGREED.                              (Action Clerk)
193. PAVILION PROJECT

193.1 Construction Update.   The Chairman reported that the old building had been demolished and work was well on the way for the foundations to be installed.

193.2 Viridor   The Chairman reported that additional funding of £14,000 had been granted by Viridor making a total of £39,000.   She added that the usual conditions would apply and KPC would need to issue a cheque to Viridor Credits for £1,428.00 to cover the Third Party Funding of 10% to cover the shortfall from the Government Scheme.

RESOLVED:  To accept the further grant of £14,000 and issue a cheque for £1428.00 to Viridor Waste Management Ltd.    Clarify procedure to obtain monies.    (Clerk to Action)

193.3 Management of Pavilion: Working Party Report

The working party’s recommendations, following their consultation on behalf of KPC with the Council’s solicitor, were summarised by Martin Lee in his report, and the recommended memorandum and articles of association, together with a draft lease (appendix F) were discussed 
The Chairman welcomed Mr. Martin Lee to the meeting and explained he had been invited to attend to answer questions about the recommendations.  Councillors welcomed this opportunity to clarify specific aspects and after a comprehensive discussion, it was agreed to proceed on the lines proposed.

RESOLVED:  To accept the recommendations, to proceed as proposed in the report, and that Mr. Lee would liaise further with the Chairman and Solicitor to finalise documents.   (Action Mr Lee, Chairman and Clerk)

The draft contract was reviewed and it was RESOLVED to formally accept the contract previously circulated. (Action Clerk)
