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                  PARISHES OF THE LOWER  OUSE MEETNG – 27th. November, 2006

                  The Chairman and I attended this meeting at  Piddinghoe Village Hall.

                  It was a useful meeting attended by representatives from Rodmell, Iford and Piddinghoe.   Neil 

                  Commins (District Councillor) and Lindsay Frost (LDC) were present as well as 2 Community 

                  Police Officers.

                  Items discussed included:

     C7 Local Area Transport Strategy - this was an informal,  general discussion clarifying what has      

     happened and timings for next steps.

Newhven Incinerator - Lindsay Frost gave the latest position on this.   Does not look too hopeful but LDC are still hoping to raise sufficient reasons for the  Secretary of  State to "call in the application".

Flood Defence - a preferred option has been selected.  Comments on that will be sought shortly and will have to be submitted by sometime in January.   IT ISI RECOMMENDED THAT KINGSTON P.C. SHOULD SUPPORT THIS PREFERRED OPTION.                     (Action Clerk)

Conservation Appraisal Areas - Lindsay Frost gave a brief up-date on this.  Draft reports for each village will be available shortly for Parish Council's comments.

Police Support - 2 helpful representatives.   The Police Constable Support Officer stated that approx. 6 hours per week would be allocated to Kingston Parish but there will be a degree of flexibility, according to needs of each village.   This could be important to KPC if we are asked if we would like her to work extra hours on our beat - and pay for it!!    You may know, I am against  what I consider to be "double taxation" (e.g. the Police Authority removed our village constables on economy grounds and would now like to charge us for such police cover).  

She (Jillie West) was a most helpful officer and produced a list of statistics which (for the first time) included traffic incidents.   I asked to be advised about these on a regular basis because it will be useful when we mount our bid for traffic calming features.   It was also helpful to  learn that these sort of statistics are still kept at an office in Polegate - I have been told several times by other Police reps that these figures are no longer kept!

SID Camera - Jackie and I explained that KPC had agreed to hire 4 sessions from ESCC and pay for them to enable us to judge impact and also to encourage parishioners to 'volunteer' to operate RVRC's  SID if we think it  would be wise to have this in the village as a preliminary to our long-term  traffic calming measures.

Land Registration.   Our proposed "car ride and park" scheme for Ashcombe Roundabout was mentioned.   Councillor Commins supported a suggestion that Kingston PC - in association with St Ann Without Parish Meeting - should make a bid to acquire this land.                (Action Clerk)

                  National Park Status - on hold pending legal complications over New Forest  application.

                  These are only brief notes but hope they will suffice until official minutes are to hand.
