THE FOOD HYGIENE (ENGLAND) REGULATIONS 2006

Following the EHO inspection on the 24th June, 2010, all outstanding work (as follows) has now been completed:

a) Designated hand washing basin, etc.

b) Sanitiser detergent/disinfectant is being used.

c) A fridge thermometer is installed in the refrigerator.
