TREES AT NORTH END OF FOX TWITTEN

 1.   The Parish Tree Warden (Mrs. S. Berry) has been in discussion for some time with residents in Ashcombe Lane (backing onto Fox Twitten) who are concerned about the effect that 3 trees in the twitten are having on their property.

The twitten is, of course in the ownership of the Parish Council and the trees therein are the Council’s responsibility.

2    The Tree Warden has agreed that the felling of one Cypress, and the crown lifting of the lower limbs and crown thin by 20% of two sycamores would be an appropriate and reasonable means of satisfying the legitimate concerns of the residents.

3    A quotation for these works has been received from R.W. Green Ltd in the sum of £390 + VAT

4.    The trees in question are 3 of the trees referred to in the Tree Survey at Appendix F and referred to in item 10. 1 on the agenda;   trees 460 and 461 are the two sycamores and 463 is the Cypress.   

5. The works now proposed are more substantial than those recommended in 

the survey as those works were intended only to meet Health and Safety standards.

6.   Recommendation:   That the quotation be accepted and that the Clerk be authorised to arrange for the works to be carried out.
