Background
1.
Receipts, payments and balances.  I can confirm that the bank balances reported at Appendix A provide an accurate and complete picture of the Council’s finances as at 7 March 2011, and that the balances reconcile completely with bank statements, invoices and the record of cheques issued.  During the reporting period the sum of £10,000 was transferred from the Business Reserve Account to the Community Account in order to maintain a working balance in the current account in the event of unforeseen emergencies arising during the period of the Clerk’s absence on leave.

Following the meeting of the Council held on 10 January 2011 it was necessary to make one urgent unprogrammed payment of £30 (cheque no:101023 ) to the Information Commissioner to meet the Parish Council’s legal requirement to maintain the Parish Council’s register entry under the Data protection Act 1998.

The Pavilion.   The current statement of account in respect of capital expenditures on the Pavilion project is at Appendix B to this report.  It reflects accurately all payments brought to account, payments awaiting approval, the receipt of the final grant payment by the Big Lottery Fund and the outstanding value of works, including the 2.5% retention as identified in the interim certificate issued by Mackellar Schwerdt Architects on 1 September 2010.

Tennis Club.  The Council will wish to note the financial payments and contributions made by the Kingston Tennis Club.  In accordance with established practice the sum of £850 will be transferred from the Community Account to Account No 3 (Tennis Courts).  Traditionally, that sum is matched by the Parish Council and accordingly the list of payments to be made includes, for approval, the transfer to Account No 3 of £850 form the Council’s funds.
