KINGSTON COMMUNITY PAVILION   

Update – 16th September 2009
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The Pavilion building is now well underway. The demolition of the old building and construction of the substructure is a complete. Better drainage and an extended and stronger road retaining wall will be part of the works. The old wall was designed for a cart track and had been cracked right through. There was a risk of the road subsiding gracefully onto the green, along with any vehicles on it at the time!

The superstructure and roof will be going up together and will be up by Sept 25th, and it is anticipated that the building will be open by Christmas. The timber frame has been put together in factory which reduces disturbance to neighbours.   
The Parish Council would like to thank local residents for their forbearance during the construction phase of the building. 

In the meantime the Parish Council is setting up for the management of the project by users, as outlined in the grant application. This will be set up to comply with the Big Lottery Fund requirements and other legal requirements.  It will be a Company limited by guarantee, and detailed governing documents and guidance can be viewed on the Charity Commission website. 

This will be followed in the near future by the development of the remaining structures  to ensure input from users of the pavilion and those interested in developing a well-run and community-based establishment.   Watch this space for further details.
