Demolition of wall at front and erection of a flint wall and replace metal 


garage door with hardwood door for Mrs. R Maldoom.

Tree Work Application 3812 10/57.  5 The Street.




Field Maple at rear of 7 The Street, prune back overhang to 5 The 



Street by approx 25% and blend in with remainder.

Tree Work Application 3812 10/70.  Mill House Mill, The Street.




Reduce and reshape Black Poplar by 50%.
